If you would 

like to begin receiving Guideposts, 

on either cassette or cartridge, please 

use the order form on page 7 or 

contact your Readers Advisor. n 

New Digital Player Ready for You 

The good news is: we have 

enough brand new Library of 

Congress digital players so that no 

talking book borrower in good 

standing needs to wait.  Designed 

with excellent sound quality and 

ease of use, a digital player is 

becoming increasingly necessary, 

since new books are no longer 

offered on cassette.  To receive a 

new digital player, please contact 

your Readers Advisor. 

The new player comes with a 

battery that recharges remarkably 

well.  Just plug it in for two hours 

for up to thirty hours of play.  To 

learn more about your new 

player’s battery, please see 

“Questions and Answers” on page

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Question:  How do I know how 

much battery charge is left on my new 

digital player? 

Answer:  Without placing a 

cartridge into your new player, press 

the red power button, then press it 

again.  Your player will announce 

approximately how much playing 

time is left on your battery.  You will 

find that the battery in your digital 

player carries a charge longer than 

most batteries, so recharging it is not 

recommended until the battery gets 

low.  When the player estimates that 

less than a half hour is left in playing 

time, the announcement will be 

“Battery Low.”   

Another improvement is that your 

player needs to be plugged in for 

approximately two hours to recharge 

the battery. You cannot overcharge it. 

When you plug your player into a 

household outlet, the player will 

automatically turn on. Press the 

power button off for a full recharge.
