Customer [kuhs-tuh-mer] Informal a person one has to deal with.
Service [sur-vis] an act of helpful activity; help; aid.

In 2014, WebJunction updated the Competency Index for the Library Field.

This document is a resource for libraries in helping staff identify and obtain the
knowledge, skills and support needed to operate relevant and vibrant libraries.
One of the competencies designated as “Essential” is the interpersonal skill called
Customer Service.

The Index provides the following explanation:
The delivery of excellent customer service is a fundamental factor in
effectiveness and needs to be prioritized throughout the organization.
Interactions with users require trust, respect and focus on the needs of
the individual. It is necessary to deliver quality customer service to
virtual users as well as to users within the building.

The top three customer service skills are identified as 1) Treats users in a
welcoming, professional manner; 2) Listens effectively to determine and
address needs of the individual; 3) Acts as a goodwill ambassador for the library.

The libraries in the Central Plains Library System have the unique opportunity to
attend an educational session on customer service presented by the Management
Development Center at Fort Hays State University. Greeting library users, verbal
and nonverbal communication, active listening, telephone etiquette, and email
communication are a few of the topics that will be covered. This is the perfect
chance for you and your staff members to brush up on these critical skills.

CPLS is offering special ‘2 for 1’ scholarships specifically for this event. TWO staff
members from one library can use ONE scholarship to attend the workshop. That
means two people will have their registration paid and the institution will only
use one of their available scholarships for this fiscal year.
